Film To Open In Theaters In Late 2007 And Premiere On HBO

NEW YORK, Aug. 15, 2007 – HBO Documentary Films and THINKFilm team up again in 2007 with the theatrical release of NANKING.  The documentary film opens in theaters Dec. 12, 2007, after a tour of the festival circuit, including the 2007 Sundance Film Festival, 2007 Silverdocs, and the upcoming IDA Docuweek, which begins Thursday, Aug. 16, 2007.  Following the theatrical release, the film will air on HBO.


HBO has previously collaborated with THINKFilm on such theatrical releases as the Oscar®-winning “Born Into Brothels” and the Oscar®-nominated “Spellbound.”


NANKING, which marks the producing debut of AOL Vice Chairman Ted Leonsis and is directed by the Academy Award®-winning team of Bill Guttentag and Dan Sturman (“Twin Towers”), is a powerful reminder of the heartbreaking toll of war.  The film tells the story of the Japanese invasion of Nanking, China in the early days of World War II and focuses on the efforts of a small group of unarmed Westerners who established a safety zone where more than 200,000 Chinese found refuge.

NANKING won the Documentary Editing Award at the 2007 Sundance Film Festival and the Humanitarian Award at Hong Kong Film Festival.  When the film opened in China in July 2007, it became the highest-grossing documentary film in China's history.
